At Fifth Avenue and E. 102nd Street, enter Central Park via the automobile entrance road. Bear right, merging on to the main drive. Continue walking north on the drive for about two blocks. When you come to the standing three-sided map on your left, turn left on to the wide, well-paved crossover road that heads to the West Side. Take an immediate right turn on to the blacktop footpath that heads uphill. Bear right as you walk along the path. The bench is at the top of the hill.
